Spiritual writer Henri Nouwen suggested we spend 98% of 

our lives waiting for something else to happen.  We are 

rarely perfectly content, present to the moment, wanting 

nothing more than what we are currently experiencing.  

Indeed, even during the times we are completely present, it 

does not take long before we dread the moment coming to 

an end, inadvertently moving out of enjoying the moment 

itself. 

 

Ultimately, we are all like Mary, pregnant, anticipating the 

arrival of something better than our current lives offer. 

 

Such is one of the key tensions God created within us.  We 

wait, we anticipate, we relish too briefly and then we begin 

the cycle over again.  God gave us this tension and it is this 

tension that we have been honoring this four weeks of  

Advent. 

 

Was God more present to Mary after the birth of Jesus than 

before?  I donôt think so.  Raising the child Jesus, she  

certainly knew and experienced God differently.  But not 

more per se.  Remembering this can help us sit with our 

tension, esp. when life disappoints, when we grieve, when 

we struggle.  Like during this Christmastime.
