The answer, ñI want to see where you are staying, if 

you are actually the Lamb of Godò eventually becomes ñI want 

to feel close to you Jesus; I want to follow you.ò 

 

Hereôs an idea - make a retreat by praying with this question 

every day for a week, a month, or even this season before Lent.
