Reflection.  At times, we have all ñabortedò Godôs will in our 

lives.  We never look down on those who have committed the 

sin of abortion or who promote it. Ther are not the enemy but 

rather are captive to the enemy. 

We seek to free them, as their brothers and sisters who are no 

stranger to temptation, error and sin. 

 

Prayer,  God of compassion, fill me with the same  

compassion You have for me and for all who have sinned 

What makes you Christian?  That  you try to be a good person?  

That you try to love others?  That you serve others? 

 

Actually, no.  While all good, itôs none of these. 

 

Only one thing makes us Christians:  we believe in, made a  

commitment to and actively try to be followers of Jesus Christ.  We 

believe todayôs Gospel - Jesus is the bread of life!  We are  

Christians because of our creed, because of our belief in God the 

Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. 

 

Our Protestant siblings, including those attending  

nondenominational churches, are great about emphasizing that itôs 

about Jesus.  They even say, ñJesus is my Lord and Savior.ò  While 

Catholics do not verbalize it this way, all Christians, Catholics  

included, believe that we can only be saved in and through Jesus. 

 

Many Christians use language that Catholics donôt typically use 

and sometimes it makes us feel uncomfortable.  But, unlike the 

Jewish officials in todayôs Gospel, we should not get caught  

murmuring among ourselves.  Instead, invite these friends and  

family to share more of what Jesus means to them.  And share too 

what Jesus means to you!
