Today, I invite us Catholic Christians to step up and address a 

very prevalent problem:  entirely too many of us eat Jesusô flesh, 

but are not changed by it.  Honestly, too many Catholics are like 

the disciples from todayôs Gospel who find it too hard to follow 

Jesus.  Too many of us ñreturnò (or never left!) our former way 

of life. 
 

We believe that Jesusô flesh is not like regular food that is broken 

down and transformed into us.  Rather, we believe that since we 

consume Jesus (since we literally consume God) we are the ones 

transformed.  Food eaten becomes part of Kristina, but Kristina 

becomes part of Jesus by eating of his flesh. 
 

Working with evangelization, Iôve learned that many Catholics 

end up joining other Christian churches, because they encounter 

Jesus there in a way they do not within their Catholic parish.  The 

encounter disciples who are nourished by Godôs Word and who 

are completely transformed by it. 
 

Catholics are nourished by Word AND Sacrament.  If we are not 

transformed, that is our fault.  Not Jesusô and not the Churchôs.
