A Stewardship Moment  
Second Sunday of Easter/ Divine Mercy Sunday 

 
In todayôs first reading the four activities of the earliest 
church are introduced to us as priorities of the church:   
devotion to the teachings of the apostles, communal  

fellowship, the Eucharist and prayers. The early members of 
the church saw themselves as devoted stewards of these  
activities.  These were not options.  They were the fruits of a 
genuine conversion to a life in Christ.  Sharing in the  
Eucharist was the most intimate expression of fellowship 
while the most common expression of fellowship in the New  
Testament was that of sharing financial resourcesðgiving.  
It was not a perfect community, but one that gave evidence 
of Godôs active presence in its midst.  This early community 
offers us an excellent example to how to better exercise 

stewardship in our own parish families

After the resurrection, those who encounter the Risen 
Lord are so deeply touched that they cannot be the same 
again.  The resurrection therefore is the center piece of 
Christian faith.  St. Paul underlines this point when he 
writes, ñIf Jesus is not raised from the dead, our preaching 
is in vain and we are the most pitiable men.ò  (1Cor. 
15:14)  Easter is not an historical commemoration but a 
way of life that we celebrate on Easter Vigil and thereaf-
ter every day and every Sunday throughout the year at 

Holy Mass. 
 

In the movie Risen, the Roman Tribune Clavius, on as-
signment to find the body of Jesus goes all the way to 
Galilee where the Risen Lord appears several times.  In 
the end after witnessing the Ascension, he is completely 
changed and affirms ñI can no longer be the same again.ò 

 

No one encounters the Risen Lord and remains the same.  
The Joy of Easter as a way of life is transformative - for 
everyone who has been deeply touched by the Risen Lord.  
Our Easter faith renders us to the powerful instruments of 
evangelization.  Like the first eye witnesses, we are so 
filled with the joy of the resurrection, that we cannot but 

share the joyful news, Christ is risen!
