Todayôs Gospel is the well-known story of the sower and the seed.  Often 

when we hear this story, we think about who among us is the rocky ground or 

whether the seed has fallen on the path or among the thorns in our own lives.  

But it may be that the Gospel today is about Godôs lavish generosityðthe seed 

of Godôs word is flung everywhere and it takes root in unexpected places, and 

bears fruit far beyond usual expectations.  Isaiah says as much when he says 

Godôs word will not return void.  Let us make our hearts ready to receive the 

abundant and fertile work of God.
