One challenge we face today regards what we deserve, or 

at least what we think we deserve.  We work hard, so we 

“deserve” this vacation, this fine meal, this fine house.  We 

are good people, so we deserve to have a happy family life, 

a good sex life etc… 

 

In today’s Gospel, Jesus directly challenges this mirage of 

“deserving” more, of thinking we deserve better.  (Note 

that this Gospel does not deal with unhealthy, abusive, 

problematic situations.  This Gospel does not suggest we 

“deserve” bad, only that we kid ourselves when we think 

we deserve more/better “good-er”.) 

 

How do we counter this thinking?  One possible way to 

begin is to consider the word “deserve” as a bad word.  

Open yourself to notice the times that you and your ohana 

use this word, this motive, to justify anything from a little 

white lie to a large, unnecessary purchase.  I bet you 

“deserve” more than you realize! 

 

Jesus’ parable isn’t opposed to money or comfort or nice 

things in life.  Rather, Jesus asks us to examine our attitude 

about all that we have.  Is it gift…..or is it deserved?
