Instead, Peter went 

with a friend to a nearby town that he knew, stayed a few days, 

and then returned to tell Jesus about his  

adventures. 

 

So too does it begin with us.  Signing up to work with a domes-

tic violence center, becoming a Big Brother/Sister for a youth or 

taking 3rd graders out to clean a park are the kinds of ways St. 

Peter would have started ñevangelizingò if he were here today.  

Evangelizing doesnôt start by leaving your family to travel to 

Africa.  It starts like it did for the apostle, at home.  In ñsmallò 

ways. 

 

And donôt forget todayôs great ending where we return to Jesus 

and he rests with us awhile!
